Directions: 

This little angel is getting read for the 
holidays. Reproduce the materials on 
cardstock and laminate for durability. 
Attach the label above and the graphic 
on the left to the folder or envelope 
that will store the materials. Children 
count the syllables for each picture and 
match them to the angel with the right 
number. 
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Note: I tried to include Christmas/winter type pictures for this syllable counting activity while using one source for clipart. I included pictures for gift items 
as well. I just couldn’t locate more 4 syllable pictures! 

Word list: (1) star, bone, ski, snow, spoon, sled; (2) present, candle, cookies, candy, angel, lantern; (3) ornament, Christmas tree, candy cane, gingerbread, Santa 
Claus, poinsettia; (4) gingerbread house gingerbread man.
